By June 2026, all staff will be using the Building Blocks of reading
approach coupled with direct instruction, in both English and
French Immersion classes, following consistent assessment
practices (EGLA and ORF) to achieve mastery in phonemic
awareness (K-2) and fluency (3-5), with a goal to reduce the at-
risk level from 51% (3-5 average) to less than 30% across all
classes.

AST to complete fluency benchmark
assessments (Dibels, ORF) with each student in
September; reviewed and targets set

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Montgomery Street School staff will explore the new math
curriculum, under the holistic framework, to build teacher
capacity with the purpose of increasing student achievement.
Staff will collaborate in August to determine teaching non-
negotiables that will ensure consistent instructional practices,
and monitor this monthly. Starting with solid lesson planning in
numeracy will allow teachers to build their confidence and to
collaborate across teaching teams more effectively.

Collaborative development of common lesson
plans to guide instruction, with the aim of
simplifying one element of numeracy instruction
PLC meetings will examine instructional
practices, such as guided math and common
assessments to inform planning
